PROSPOSED COMMITTEE MOTION:  The Greater Valley Glen Neighborhood Council 

recommends that the City of Los Angeles adopts the following conditions beyond the 

State Requirements for the implementation of AB 1866 regarding the allowance of 

accessory dwelling units on parcels that are in more restrictive than R2 zones.  

Minimum Lot Size: 8,500 SF 

Unit Size: Maximum of 650SF, the total build out of the property shall not exceed the 

allowable FAR under the mansionization ordinance now in place. 

Height limit:  17ô 

Setbacks: If it is a detached building, a 10ô separation is required. All other setback 

requirements shall be observed.  

Parking: One additional stall is required, not to be located in the front yard. It may be 

provided as an uncovered space. 

Only one additional unit may be permitted. 

Ownership: Either the Primary unit or the Accessory unit must occupied by the owner of 

the property. 

Only one main entrance for the property shall be visible from the street. 

Existing Accessory Dwelling Units shall be granted ñgrandfatherò status and be deemed 

legal under these terms.
